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Selection Criteria - Swimmer of the Meet

The Swimmer of the Meet will recognise performance of the highest achieving swimmer, male or female based on the
following selection criteria;

|, The swimmer must swim a minimum of four (4) swims across the competition, n.b. relay swims do not count
towards this requirement.

2. The award will be determined on a points system, where points will be allocated to each Swimmer based on

their performance in their top four (4) scoring swims.

Points are as follows:

I* Place — |0 points

2™ Place — 8 Points

3™ Place — 6 Points

4™ Place — 3 Points

5™ Place — 2 Points

6", 7%, 8" — | Point

No points will be awarded to swimmers who finish outside the top 8.

3. Swimmers who break National, State or Country Championships records will receive additional points.

Points are as follows;

National Age or Open — 5 bonus points

State (All Time, All Comers, Residential) — 3 bonus points
Country Championships — | bonus point

The Swimmer of the Meet will be awarded a perpetual shield. In the event that two (2) Swimmers tie on points, their 5%
best swim will be considered and so on and so forth, until a winner is decided. In the event that two or more swimmers
cannot be separated based on their point scores, the Swimmers will be jointly recognised as Swimmers of the Meet.
